Osaka has prospered as one of the oldest cities in Japan and is still developing into
one of Japan's representative industrial cities of modern times. In 1994, Kansai Inter-
national Airport (the first airport in Japan to be operated 24 hours a day) opened to
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foreign trade. Also, the first Universal Studios Japan in Asia opened in 2001 in
Osaka. Our city had grown to be an international city with many foreign visitors.
Osaka is a very attractive city with 1400 years of history, with many historical land-
marks and tourist facilities utilizing the latest technology.
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Kansai College is located in the center of Osaka and main transportation systems are centralized

near the school (JR/Subway/Kintetsu line). It takes only 5 mins to walk from Tennoji station to
